•	 Window envelopes and tissue boxes with small amounts 
of plastic are acceptable. 

•	 Plastic bags and polystyrene can’t be recycled in Council 
bins - even if they display a recycling symbol.

This service is for larger green waste items such 
as prunings, palm fronds and branches up to 
150mm in diameter and 1200mm in length. Leaf 
litter and sticks are not included and will need to 
be placed in the green waste bin. Bagged green 
waste is not accepted. 

Bulk green waste

Clean-up collections
There are two collections available: general clean-up and a bulk  
green waste collection. Each service is capped at four bookings per  
property per year. Clean-up collections are by appointment only.To book  
a cleanup visit krg.nsw.gov.au/cleanup or call 9424 0000

Bookings can be made online or with Council’s 
customer service team. Please retain email or 
printed confirmation of booking until the items  
are collected.

•	 Both collections are limited to 3m3 (3m x 1m x 1m)

•	 General waste items must be no longer than 2m

•	 Waste can only be put out the night before 

•	 Unbooked waste is illegal dumping

•	 Adding waste to someone else’s  
booked pile is also illegal dumping

This service includes the collection of general 
waste items for landfill and a recycling collection 
for mattresses, e-waste and metals/whitegoods.

Community recycling centres accept common household waste such as 
paints, gas bottles, fire extinguishers, batteries, light globes & tubes, and 
various oils. Community recycling centres are located at Hornsby and 
Artarmon krg.nsw.gov.au/crc. Other chemicals can be disposed of 
through the chemical cleanout service. krg.nsw.gov.au/chemicals 

Green waste or furniture left in public places, or adding household waste to 
your neighbour’s pile is illegal, unsightly and costly to the community. Please 
be on the lookout for illegal dumpers, including tree contractors dumping green 
waste.
